Chimneys, open fires and log burners

With the cost of gas and electricity going up, maesgple
have opted to either open up fireplaces or fitdagners.
But this has meant an increase in the number adénts
attended by Derbyshire Fire & Rescue Service thathe
attributed to open fires, log burners and poorlyntaned
chimneys. In 2010/11, the Service attended 172 méym
fires.

Open fires and log burners are very popular butrtteans
people must take care to safeguard their homeakyg
common sense precautions.

* keep chimneys and flues clean and well maintained

« always use a fire guard to protect against figpgrks and
hot embers

» make sure embers are properly out before yow dgped

« fit a smoke alarm on every level of your home tast it
weekly

As well as helping to prevent fires and structai@nage to
your property, clean chimneys help the environnignt
assisting in the complete combustion of the fueicivihelps
to reduce emissions into the atmosphere. Regdanirig
of the chimney eliminates the build-up of soot atehrs
obstructions such as bird nests, leaves and défaris.
sweep can tell you if your chimney is lined. Ifstnot,
ensure your flue is inspected at regular intert@lsrevent a
fire breaking out.

Chimneys using_smokeless fuel, oil or gashould be
swept at least once a year;

those using_coakhould be swept at least twice a year;
those using_ woodshould be swept every three months.

Also for safety’s sake, fit a carbon monoxide deteand
never block air bricks, vents or flues. Never uaenfnable
liquids such as petrol or paraffin to light a fickegn't burn
paper or rubbish; don’t overload the fire; do chtwekloft
for smoke from cracks, defective brickwork or mojtants.

In the event of a cooking firéollow these simple steps:

« turn off the heat under a pan or grill offlgafe to do so.
« close the door to contain the fire and smoke dgma

« get out of the house, call 999 and stay out

Safety outdoors

With Defra and the Environment Agency declaring the
Midlands as being in near-drought conditions, thke of
fires in Derbyshire is ever present.

If you are visiting open spaces, especially thakM®istrict,
care needs to be taken to avoid starting a fire.

« Don't leave bottles or glass in woodlands. Suntlighining
through glass can start a fire. Take them homaibthem
in a waste or recycling bin.

« Put out cigarettes and other smoking materiadpgnly .

* Never throw cigarette ends out of car windowheyt
could start a fire and ruin surrounding countryside

« Avoid lighting open fires in the countryside. Adys have
them in safe, designated areas.

» Don't attempt to tackle fires that can't be put with a
bucket of water — leave the area as soon as pe@ssib

« If you see a fire in the countryside, reportinediately.

And don't forget that your garden will also be @nyd at
increased risk, so take care when barbequing eingpa
bonfire.

| remember, but only just, ( only being four at the
time in 1941) a Wellington Bomber crashing in
Lathkill Dale close to Conksbury bridge. The aircraft
was returning from a raid over Bremen where the
Mercedes Benz works were situated. The aircraft
was heading for RAF Mildenhall in Suffolk but
apparently got lost and when fuel ran out the crew
bailed out . The majority of them landed near
Haddon Hall, with at least one landing in the
allotments in Over Haddon. All the crew landed
safely with only one having a minor injury.

The airman who landed in the allotments made his
way to Mrs Nutall's at Manor Cottage, (where Jaime
Jill and Lucy live) . She delivered him to Bill Bibby,
special constable who lived at what is now White
Rock House (Uncle Geoff's) where the airman was
put under armed guard. He was thought to be a
German trying to pass himself off as English as he
talked with a funny accent. The arrival of a
colleague cleared things up, explaining we were
dealing with a Scotsman. For this bit | am indebted

| believe the RAF soon had the aircraft guarded and
equally quickly had the remains loaded up and
carted away. However the crater was there for
years and it is this | remember most.

We were constantly “Digging” with our hands
hoping to find some part of the aircraft as a

souvenir. Local information is that there might be an
engine still buried. For years after the crash little
bits of the aircraft appeared out of the mud in the
river.

On the 9™ April 1958 a Canberra Bomber blew up
over Monyash with the main fuselage landing in
Deepdale. The wings landed a few hundred yards
apart in some fields close by and must have feath-
ered down something like a sycamore seed, as they
landed 5 minutes after the main fuselage!

The tall of the aircraft fell near Summerhill Farm and
a wheel in Monyash main street.

The aircraft was being used for testing the Double
Scorpion Rocket Engine which was top secret at the
time. The RAF Regiment were quickly on the scene
to guard various aircraft parts and consequently
Graham Taylor, who lived at Haddon Grove, was
unable to get close enough to requisition a piece of
history.

And history it became, as both the pilot and
navigator ejected safely at a height of 56.000 ft!

At the time it was the highest anyone had ejected
from an aircraft and lived, and it may still be so.

As | mentioned in my last article, there were both winners and losers due to the 1810 Enclosures.

Briefly, the biggest winners were Viscount Melbourne (the older brother of Queen Victoria's first Prime
Minister), Thomas Finney of One Ash Grange, and Thomas Finney the Younger. Other winners, but to a
lesser extent, were the Duke of Rutland, the Vicar of Bakewell, the Duke of Devonshire & the King's Majesty

as Duke of Lancaster.

William Mellor bought some land from Catherine Glossop & Francis Taylor. Thomas Newton bought some
land from William Wheeldon. In neither of these cases does it mention which parcels of land they were.

Other people mentioned as enclosing land in Over Haddon parish were Gilderoy Glossop, Stephen
Melland, Richard Chapman, John Melland, Thomas Blore, Thomas Blore the Younger, Parmenas Long,
Jonathan Brunt, Samuel Brunt, Richard Brushfield, Benjamin Heyward, John Wibbersley, George
Heathcott, Isaac Bennett, George Banks, Elizabeth Wildgoose, John Wildgoose, George Wildgoose &

Francis Wildgoose.

Unfortunately there were just as many losers as winners. Many villagers did not own the land they farmed,
and in most cases the Landlords simply cancelled their leases in order to consolidate their holdings.

And, I'm afraid, those who lost out are not mentioned.
